Multiple Personality Disorder (MPO), now more accurately known as Dissociative Identity Disorder (DID), is a complex |
psychological condition characterized by the presence of two or more distinct personality states of identities within a single

SYMPTOMS AND DIAGNOSIS:

Each identitymay have its
own name, age, history, and characteristics and can exhibit different behaviors, atitudes, and memories. These district identities
may take control of the individual's behavior at different times, leading to noticeable gaps in memory and discrepancies in
behavior and speech.

Shirley Ardell Mason (January 25, 1923-February 26, 1998) was an American art teacher who was reported
to have "Dissociative Identity Disorder” (previously known as multiple personality disorder). Har life was purportedly described,
with adaptations to protect her anonymity, in 1973 in the book, subtitled "Sybil" The True Story of a Woman Possessed by 16
Separate Personalities. Two films of the same name were made, one released in 1976 and the other in 2007. Both the book and
the films used the name Sybil Isabel Dorsett to protect Mason's real identity. The 2007 remake stated Mason's real name at its
conclusion.
Details of the Case

Shirley Mason was reported to have developed 16 distinct personalities, including those of a young child, a teenage girl, and
various adult characters. Her case was marked by severe dissociative symptoms, including memory loss and sudden shifts in
identity. The personalities were believed to have developed a survival response to severe and sustained trauma during her
childhood, which included emotional and sexual trauma. Dr. Wilbur's treatment of Mason, which lasted for over a decade,
involved extensive psychotherapy. Wilbur's work with Mason was groundbreaking at the time, and the case became a
prominent example of DID in the medical and popular literature.
